5. UNIT RESPONSIBILITIES:

A. Unit is responsible for notifying the Operations Sergeant of change in schedule or cancellation of facility.
B. Unit will contact the Facility Operator NLT 2 weeks out with their recovery operation to best support the using unit.

C. The unit is provided a facility manager on site for any additional equipment or maintenance to be performed. A unit internal NCO (E-5 and above) will be trained in the operation of the facility prior to unit arriving.
D. In the case a unit is running the facility internally, a key will be issued to them from Operations, and at the end of their training the key will be dropped off at Operations.

E. The unit is responsible for the conduct of personnel in the ECF.  Horseplay and unsafe behavior will not be permitted.
F. Any repairs or maintenance to cleaning equipment will be made by the FACILITY OPERATOR ONLY.

G. Smoking, eating or drinking is prohibited in the ECF: utilize the break area outside the building.
H. Unit is required to have soldiers bring their own individual cleaning kits.  CLP and rags are provided by the facility.  
I. CLP bottles are part of the cleaning equipment in the facility and will not be taken from the building.

6. CLEANING:


(1) Floor swept, mopped and garbage taken out.
(2) Parts washer covers closed.

(3) Tables wiped down utilizing the stainless steel cleaner provided from facility.

(4) Visors/goggles, aprons and gloves folded neatly and placed back on the steel tables in a neat and orderly fashion.
(5) Grey parts tubs wiped out and clean from solvents.

(6) Latrines cleaned.

(7) Conduct outside police call of the facility.
