2010 DEPLOYED SERVICEMEMBER TURKEY HUNT APPLICATION PROCEDURES

The Minnesota Department of Military Affairs (DMA) is accepting applications for the Camp Ripley and AHATS Deployed Servicemember Turkey Hunts near Little Falls and Arden Hills Minnesota.  Since you can only participate in one spring turkey hunt, taking part in the Deployed Soldier hunts does affect your eligibility for the regular Spring Turkey Hunt.  Therefore, if you are also successful during the state spring turkey lottery, you must choose which hunt to participate in.
Permits will be issued to Minnesota Army and Air National Guard Servicemembers that have been mobilized to support the Global War on Terrorism since September 11, 2001.  You must have your application in by March 19, 2010.  A drawing will be held on March 22, 2010 at Camp Ripley.  Only Successful applicants will be notified by mail. Those successful will be mailed the hunt rules, orientation and license information. 

Permits will be issued as follows:  
For Camp Ripley Military Reservation, within wild turkey permit area 248C, up to 60 permits shall be issued for April 26-28, 2010 for taking bearded turkey using legal shotguns, muzzle loading shotguns, or archery equipment. 
For Arden Hills Army Training Site (AHATS), within wild turkey permit area 601A and B, 20 permits shall be issued for April 14-16 and 21-23, 2010 (10 for each three days) for taking bearded turkey using legal archery equipment.  
In regards to participants obtaining the turkey license: since this is handled outside the regular lottery, successful applicants will be mailed a notification which will include a form for hunters to fill out to get their license. In other words, participants will not be able to simply get their license over the counter at an ELS vendor.  Instead, after the participant list is sent to the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources (DNR) license bureau, participants will have to mail their form with payment to DNR, who will issue and mail you your license. A resident turkey license is $23.00 and a non resident turkey license is $83.00.

The DMA is the sponsoring organization. All hunters will be required to have a valid Minnesota turkey hunting license and attend one pre-hunt orientation session to participate in the Camp Ripley hunt. The orientation sessions for the Camp Ripley hunt will occur Sunday April 25, 2010 at 1500 and 1700. They take place at the Training and Community Center (TACC) building on Camp Ripley. The orientation will take place in the Martin J. Skoglund Environmental Classroom (West side of building). You will be allowed to scout your hunt location after orientation.  The hunt will take place on April 26-28, 2010.
You may bring a partner with you to help call for turkeys. 

Orientation and hunt locations for the AHATS hunt will be briefed to you prior to your entry into AHATS on the day of your hunt.

There is no application fee for the Camp Ripley or AHATS Deployed Soldier Turkey Hunts.  It is important that your application reflect your current mailing address; this is where your winning notification and information will be sent if you are successful in the lottery.
