requesting your absentee ballot

The Minnesota Secretary of State has made obtaining your absentee ballot easy by teaming up with the Overseas Vote Foundation (OVF).  OVF is a nongovernmental, nonpartisan, charitable organization.  In order to request your absentee ballot, go to the following link:  https://minnesota.overseasvotefoundation.org/overseas/home.htm. Click on service member and overseas voter registration.  A series of pop-up screens will follow.   Enter your personal information into the boxes and Standard Form 76a, Registration and Absentee Ballot Request, will be completed with your information.  Once the form is completed, print off the form and sign it.  Once it is signed you will either need to mail or fax it back to the Minnesota Secretary of State at:
