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      Unit Description: 

      B Company, 2nd Combined Arms Battalion, 136th Infantry

B Company, 2nd Combined Arms Battalion, 136th Infantry, is a combat arms unit based in Crookston, with an additional detachment stationed in Thief River Falls.     
B Company has an authorized strength of approximately 150 soldiers.

Soldiers of B Company, 2nd Combined Arms Battalion, 136th Infantry, were mobilized with the 1st of the 34th Brigade Combat Team in Fall of 2005.  After six months of training in Camp Shelby, Mississippi, B Company deployed to Iraq in March 2006.   They spent approximately 30 days training with the unit that they replaced prior to taking over their mission. 

While in Iraq, they are headquartered at Camp Fallujah and routinely conduct “full spectrum operations.”    Specific full spectrum operation missions include route patrols, convoy escorts, and check point security.   
2-136 Combined Arms Battalion is a high-performing battalion.  They are also called Task Force Bearcats, in honor of their lineage which dates back to the civil war.   They have about 700 soldiers distributed amongst four companies.    Their engineer company has been assigned to another BN since the beginning of the deployment.  Otherwise, all other Bearcats remain under the command of LTC Gregg Parks and are stationed at Camp Fallujah.
The Bearcats are under the tactical command of the 2nd Marine Expeditionary Force.   In addition to providing security for Camp Fallujah, Camp Taqaddum and Camp Victory, they also support the Marines by conducting combat patrols and training Iraqi military forces.
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
